Dear Lilydale,

As many of you know, Scott and | moved to Lilydale
from the UK in November 2009. We brought with us
our two young daughters, Sage and Riley. Living in
Tasmania was everything we hoped it would be — and
we were welcomed into the local community. Our
daughters loved the space, the trees and the wildlife.
New friendships were made, we settled in quickly.

Unfortunately Scott was diagnosed with cancer after
developing backache late last year. He had an operation
to remove the tumour, which also meant removing one
of his kidneys, his spleen and half of his pancreas. After
a spell in ICU he recovered quickly from the surgery
and we all enjoyed a family Christmas before his regime
of chemotherapy began in January.

Every three weeks Scott was admitted to the
Launceston General Hospital to undertake intensive
chemotherapy for 3-5 days at a time — he would then
have one week feeling unwell and then another trying
to build up enough strength for the next round.

Sadly, the cancer Scott had was too aggressive and in
the last week of May his condition deteriorated rapidly
— he was too weak for any further chemotherapy. He
died at home on 3" June 2011 aged 32.

The reason for this letter, however, is not to chronicle
Scott’s illness, but instead to say thank you to the
community of Lilydale. 'm sure you all know what
wonderful people you have living here, but we have
been overwhelmed; when we were newcomers, locals
were quick with a smile, a handshake, some advice
about living rurally, a chat about the weather.

When Scott became ill people began to offer a helping
hand, always asked how he was, how we were coping.
We felt enveloped in care and surrounded by friends.
People began to deliver fresh foods and produce,
quietly dropping them off at the door. When the
woodshed got low and the weather turned cold, wood
was delivered - a gift. When our grass grew too long,
without any fuss, it was mowed (time and time again)
by a dedicated neighbour. When a lamb was
slaughtered, half found its way to us, and when we
didn’t have a freezer to hold it all in, a secondhand one
was found and delivered.

When Scott died we were all caught unawares, and his
parents, Jeff and Gwen, flew in from the UK as quickly
as they could — local accommodation was arranged
quietly and efficiently. People of Lilydale kept everything
running smoothly in the background, there are too
many to name, and you know who you are (maybe
better than | do).

So to all of our neighbours, our friends and the
wonderful people living and working in the community
that is Lilydale, we would like to thank you for your
generosity of spirit, your thoughtfulness and your
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kindness. If it was you who baked us some biscuits,
cooked us a meal, mowed our lawn, delivered some
milk, parceled up groceries, collected fresh vegetables,
chopped and delivered wood, filled our tank with
petrol, asked how we were going, offered a cup of tea
or a helping hand, or indeed a shoulder to cry on — our
heartfelt thanks to you. We appreciate the time you
took out of your day, to help us. We are all grateful for
your ongoing support and the strength it brings us at
this sad time.

Exercise as Medicine

The article in the June edition of the Lilydale
Progressive (Page 5) reminded me that there is a very
enjoyable way of taking regular exercise to achieve
what was described in that article as the means of
combating a range of serious medical problems. The
games of Croquet give you just that! Croquet has been
described as the best kept secret, but that is no longer
the case. It provides pleasant gentle exercise of both
body and mind, out in the open air, throughout the
year. There is no closed season.

Until recently the facilities available to play croquet
were severely limited to two clubs in Launceston each
with only one lawn. But that has changed. A brand
new facility, with six first class lawns has been created
by the Launceston City Council at the St Leonards
Sports Centre. And a new club, the St Leonards
Croquet Club, has been started based on this new
facility.

Croquet is a number of games but all involve striking a
ball through a series of hoops, or to hit another ball.
The simplest game is Golf Croquet, then there is One
Ball Croquet, and the most complex game, Association
Croquet.

Beginners are first taught the basic principles of hitting
a ball but in their first lesson they will be playing a game
of Golf Croquet. In this two, three or four players aim
to be the first to get their ball through hoop No.l.
That gives the successful player a point. Then all
players head off for hoop No.2 and again, the player
getting his/her ball through that hoop first gets a point.
The game proceeds around twelve hoops in a set order
until one player amasses the winning score of 7 points.
An international handicap system means all ages and
both sexes can compete on equal terms.
Nonagenarians and the physically handicapped can play
croquet successfully.
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If you would like to see what croquet is like, | would be
pleased to show you on my small lawn at 75 Lalla Road.

If you like what
you see | will suggest you come to St Leonards, on days
to be arranged, when we can give you a series of 5
lessons for $30. The annual subscription for the St
Leonards Croquet Club is $150. The club provides all
equipment, we ask only that you wear flat soled shoes.

The social side is very important in Croquet Clubs with
regular events throughout the year and especially in the
summer months with evening BBQs and fun games
such as ‘Pirates’.

Even with the onset of the cold weather
we haven’t slowed down. At the recent
Handcrafts and Home Industries Exhibition Lilydale
branch members entered and were successful in many
categories. Entries were open to members and there
were also sections for non-members. Our only junior
member won her age category in the photography
section and a local junior entrant was also successful in
his age section for photography. Lilydale Branch also
won the Examiner Tray for the most points earned by
a small branch.

The 1% of June saw us at our regular monthly meeting,
this time held in the OId Court Room. Topics
discussed included the Northern Group Forum (held
on the 7"), the upcoming market (25 June held whilst
the Progressive was going to print), support for
ongoing causes including overseas aid and the Examiner
Winter Relief Fund.

On the 7™ of June Lilydale branch hosted the Northern
Group Forum at the new Community Learning Room
at the school (with kitchen facilities, next door to the
Online Centre). Guest speakers on the day were
Karen from Commonwealth Respite and Carelink
Centre and Maxine from Council of the Aged
Tasmania. Karen told us how the Commonwealth
Respite and Carelink Centre was not just for the aged
but for anyone who actually needed assistance to stay
in their home longer or to help look after a family
member in the home instead of institutionalising them.
How they help to co-ordinate several community based
aid programs including respite, meals on wheels and
domestic help meaning that instead of someone in need
dealing with several different groups they co-ordinate
the assistance.

Maxine from the Council of the Aged Tasmania talked
to us about how they help assess the needs of the aged
in consultation within communities. One recent task
was for a southern community where elderly were
calling for more transport services. The local bus
service wasn’t being utilised by the elderly, community
consultation in this case was able to assist by
discovering why the service was being ignored,
problems discovered included lack of kneeling buses
and the small print in the bus timetable. They rely
mainly on volunteers to help them with their ‘in
community’ programs which include training peer
educators to visit groups and talk on subjects such as
dangers in medicines, by having someone ones own age
discussing subjects rather than a ‘listen to me’ lecturer
people are able to more easily connect with and
understand the peer. Other topics touched on included
power of attorney and guardianships (both are not just
for the aged) and how to access help on these subjects.
Lighter entertainment for the day included some
quizzes on a variety of subjects, the reading of some
funny stories and random acts where slips of paper
were handed out with various celebrity names, royalty
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and unusual characters on them, when your act was
called you had to put on a short performance as that
person. We had a visit from Germaine Greer, Elizabeth
Taylor, the Queen and a six year old to name a few. It
was quite an interesting day.

Then coming up on the 6™ of July is our next meeting
and on the 25" a craft day at Perth. In between times
members are also attending other local branch
meetings and assisting students at the school with
activities such as knitting, crafts and gardening.

So if you see a few hungry husbands searching the
frozen meals section at the shop take pity on them for
their wives are out there working for the betterment
of our lives and community.

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Bowel Cancer

Bowel cancer is the third most common cancer in
Australia, after skin cancer and prostate cancer. If it is
detected early, treatment is very successful.

Not all bowel cancers show symptoms, but they can
be; bleeding from the back passage, a change in bowel
habits (constipation or diarrhoea), abdominal pain or
bloating, anaemia, weight loss. These symptoms can
also be an indication of problems other than bowel
cancer. Those at risk of bowel cancer include people
with a previous history of bowel polyps or bowel
cancer, Crohn’s disease, a strong family history or type
2 diabetes.

Bowel cancer can be detected using a variety of
methods.

The Faecal Occult Blood Test is a screening test that
looks for hidden traces of blood in a bowel motion. A
test kit can be used at home by taking samples from
several bowel motions, and sending them to a
pathology laboratory. About 1 in 14 people will have a
positive test. This means that blood has been detected
in the bowel motions — it does not mean that you have
bowel cancer. A positive test means that you will have
to have more tests to determine what is causing the
blood in the bowel motions.

A colonoscopy or sigmoidoscopy is a test that involves
a long thin flexible tube with a camera, that is passed up
the inside of the bowel. The specialist looks for signs of
cancer or polyps and can remove them.

Currently, the national bowel cancer-screening
program sends a test kit to people turning 50, 55 or 65
between 1/01/2008 and 31/12/2010. If you are not
eligible for one of these tests, you can ask your GP or a
pathology service about a test kit. The test kits can be
purchased from some pharmacies for about $20. Some
test kits are not as accurate as others — the
immunoassay kits are the most reliable, eg ‘InSure’. The
Lilydale Pharmacy does not carry the tests as they are
difficult to get and have short expiry dates.

Bowel cancer is one of the most preventable cancers —
as many lifestyle risk factors contribute to bowel
cancer. This is what you can do;
- Avoid processed meat and burnt meat.
Limit red meat to 3 or 4 times a week.
Eat plenty of fruit and vegetables and a well balanced
diet.
Reduce fat intake — particularly saturated fats.
Stop smoking.
Avoid or minimise alcohol.
Get 30 to 60 minutes of moderate to vigorous
exercise every day.
When over 50, be screened every 2 years.
